Schénborn of Mainz

Upper Belvedere
Vienna; 1721-22; Lukas von Hildebrandt; patron, Prince Eugene

The Residenz
Wirzburg, GER; begun 1719; Balthasar Neumann; patron, Prince-Bishop Schénborn

Bamberg City Plan (founded 11" c.)
