1767- 1775; John Wood the Younger

Landsdown Crescent
1794; John Palmer

King Square (now Soho Square)
London; 1680-81

Hanover Square
London; 1718-20

Bedford Square
London; begun 1776; patron, Duchess of Bedford
– Bloomsbury Square; Russell Square

Place Royal (Place de la Concorde)
Paris, FR; designed 1748, construction began 1753; Jacques-Ange Gabriel; patron, King

Louis XV

Place Stanislas (Place Royal) and Place de la Carrière
Nancy, FR; begun 1752; Emmanuel Héré; patron, King Stanislas of Poland
