Course Description:

This intermediate architecturd design studio explores the programmatic requirements of
medium-scale public building, the basic principles of site analyssand site planning in an urban
context, life safety and accessihility requirements, and building technologies. Studentswill be
expected to gpply analytical and creative killsto the conceptualization of space and formin
response to individual and collective needs, and to integrate into their design work what they have
learned/are learning in other courses (such as Architectural Higory/Theory, Environmental
Control Systems, Societal Concerns (accessibility and life safety), Construction Technology, and
Structures). In addition, class exercises will include written responsesto assigned readings, which
will be evaluated on demonstrated command of sandard English and composition skills as well as
on content.

Required Texts: None. Reading assgnments are listed in the Calendar section of the
gyllabus. Additional assgnments may be made during the semester. All
reading assignments will be on reserve, either in the Architectural Studies
Library or through UNLV Electronic Reserves.

Course Requirements and Grading:

Site planning phase 35%
Architectural design phase 40%
Class participation & exercises 10%
